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RESTRICTIONS ON REAL ESTATE
FOR SAUSALITO SECTION TWO

March-fﬁ, 1977

KNOW ALL MEN BY THESE PRESENTS:

WHEREAS, THFE GREATER CONSTRUCTION CORFP,, a Florida
corporation, is the owner of the following real property
located in Seminocle County, Florida, to wit:

Lots 1-11, inclusive, Block A
Lots 1-29, inclusive, Block B
Lots 1-22, inclusive, Block C -
Lots 1-21, inclusive, Block D

SAUSALITC, SECTION TWO, according to the
plat thereof recorded in Plat Book 20,
Page 44, Public Records of Seminole
County, Florida.

AND WHEREAS, the said THE GREATER CONSTRUCTION CORP.
desires that all of said real property be subject to like
restrictions for the mutual benefit and protection of them-
selves and persons, both natural and corporate, who may here-
after purchase or acguire any interest in said real property,
or any portion thereof;

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises, THE
GREATER CONSTRUCTION CORP,, the owner of all the real property
described above, does hereby declare and covenant said property
to be subject to the following restrictions, resexvations and
conditions binding upon themselves and upon each and every
person, both natural and corporate, who or which shall here-
after acquire any interest in said real property, and their
heirs, successors and assigns, to wit:

l. No lot shall be used except for residential purposes.
No building shall be erected, altered, placed or permitted
to remain on any lot other than one detached single family
dwelling not to exceed two stories in height and a private
garage for not more than two cars.

2. MNo building shall be erected, placed or altered on
any lot until the construction plans and specifications and
a plan showing the location of the structure have been
approved by the Architectural Control Committee as to quality
of workmanship and materials, harmony of external design
with existing structures and as to location with respect
to topography and finish grade elevation.

3. The Architectural Control Committee is composed of
LESTER N, MANDELL, LESTER ZIMMERMAN and JACK LAZAR. A
majority of the committee may designate a representative
to act for it. In the event of the death or resignation of
any member of the Committec, the remaining members shall
have full authority to designate a successor. Neither the
members of the Committee, nor its designated representatives,
shall be entitled to any compensation for service performed
pursuant to this covenant. At any time, the then record owners
of a majority of the lots shall have the power through a duly
recorded written instrument to change the membership of the
Committee, or to withdraw from the Committee or restore to
it any of its powers and duties.
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4. The Committee's approval or disapproval as required
in these covenants shall be in writing. In the event the
Committee, or its designated representative, fails to approve
or disapprove within thirty (30) days after plans and sveci-
ficationg have been submitted to it, or in any event, if no
suit to enjoin the construction has been commenced prior to
the completion thereof, approval will not be required and
the related restrictions shall be deemed to have been fully
complied with.

5. No dwelling shall be permitted on any lot at a cost
of less than $20,000.00 based upon cost levels prevailing
on the date these restrictions are recorded, it being the
intention and purpose of these restrictions to assure that
all dwellings shall be of a guality of workmanship and materials
substantially the same or better than that which can be pro-
duced on the date these covenants are recorded at the minimum
cost stated herein for the minimum permitted dwelling size.
The ground floor area of the main structure, exclusive of one-
story open porches and garages, shall be not less than 950
% square feet.

6. No dwelling shall be erected nearer than 20 feet
to the front lot line.

7. MNo structure of a temporary character, trailer,
basement, tent, shack, garage, barn or other outhuilding,
shall be used on any lot at any time as a residence, either
temporarily or permanently.
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8. PNo noxious or offensive activity shall be carried
on upon any lot, nor shall anything be done thereon which
may be or may become a nuisance to the neighborhood,

9. ©No animals, livestock or poultry of any kind shaill
be raised, bred or kept on any lot, except that dogs, cats,
or other household pets may be kept provided that they are
not bred or maintained for any commercial purposes.
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10. No sign of any kind shall be displayed to the public
view on any lot, except one professional sign of not more
than one square foot, one sign of not more than five square
feet advertising %Y property for sale or rent, or signs
uged by a b2*1l” - 0 advertise the property during the con-
struction ana sale -ariod.
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11. No fence .. w .! shall be erected, placed or altered
on any lot nearer to  u; street than the minimuem building

setback line. No fenc . +1all, hedge or shrub planting
which obstructs sight 1. » at elevations between 2 and 6
feet above the roadways - 1 be placed or permitted to re-

wain on any corner lot wiciin the triangular area formed

by the street property lines and a line connecting them

i at points 20 feet from the intersection of the street lines,
H or in the case of a rounded property corner, from the inter-
section of the street lines, extended. The same sight line
limitations shall apply on any lot within 10 feet from the
intersection of a street property line with the edge of a
driveway or alley pavement. No tree shaill be permitted to
remain within such distances of such intersections, unless
the foliage line is maintained at sufficient height to pre-
vent obgstruction of such sight lines.
